1:12 V. Activity Center and Structured Parking   Approval 

Opportunity Sites Analysis 
 
Staff has prepared draft maps depicting 10 Major Activity Centers, 4 Minor Activity Centers and 11 
structured parking opportunity sites.  These locations have been analyzed with respect to walking 
distances.  In January, the Master Plan Steering Committee began reviewing these activity center and 
parking opportunity sites for further analysis as to density/intensity of land use, land use type, parking 
demand, phasing, cost and traffic impact. 

 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION: The Master Plan Steering Committee approves the 10 Major 
Activity Centers, 4 Minor Activity Centers and 11 Structured Parking Opportunity Sites for 
further analysis as presented. 
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1:30 VI. Guiding Principles      Approval 
 

Guiding Principles for the master plan process were approved at the January Master Plan Steering 
Committee meeting, with the exception of principles for Conservation Areas.  Since that time, the 
Conservation Study Committee has adopted its set of guiding principles for Conservation Areas.   
 
To further clarify the work of the Conservation Study Committee, please be aware that they have also 
approved redefinition of certain Future Land Use categories including the creation of two new categories 
to replace Passive Recreation.  These Future Land Use designations are as follows. 
 

Conservation Areas:  In accordance with a Conservation Land Management Plan and policies of the 
Campus Master Plan, this land use category identifies areas on campus that shall be preserved and 
managed to protect natural features including topography, soil conditions, archaeological sites, plant 
and animal species, wildlife habitats and wetlands.  Allowable uses in Conservations areas include 
natural habitat preservation, water resource protection, teaching and research, utility conveyances, 
stormwater facilities and nature parks. 

 
Green Space Buffers:  In accordance with policies of the Campus Master Plan, this land use category 
identifies areas on campus that shall be maintained as buffers to provide set-back, vegetative 
screening, fencing and/or other means of separating adjacent land uses.  Such buffers may be 
designated adjacent to non-university properties, designated Conservation Areas, roadways or major 
utility infrastructure.  Stormwater facilities and underground utility conveyances are allowed uses 
within a Green Space Buffer. 
 
Urban Parks:   In accordance with policies of the Campus Master Plan, this land use  
category identifies areas on campus that shall be maintained as Urban Park resources to  
provide vital green spaces within built areas and connections between built areas.  Urban  
Parks may be designated at significant existing or proposed gardens, greenways, lawns and  
plazas.  Stormwater facilities and underground utility conveyances are allowed uses within Urban 
Parks. 
 

At this time, the following principles are submitted to the Master Plan Steering Committee for approval. 
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION:  The Master Plan Steering Committee approves the following: 

Guiding Principles for the management of outdoor spaces on the campus, designated as 
Conservation, Urban Park and Green Buffer land uses are as follows: 
1. Protect significant environmental resources and habitats including wetlands, water 

bodies, rare plants, heritage trees, and Federal or State listed species; 
2. Pursue a policy of zero net loss of biodiversity; 
3. Provide, at a minimum, zero net loss of campus-wide conservation acreage from that 

designated in the 2000-2010 campus master plan; 
4. Provide opportunities for people to interact with conservation areas, green buffers and 

urban parks adjacent to already developed areas of campus; 
5. Provide opportunities for conservation areas, green buffers and urban parks to be 

utilized for teaching and research purposes; 
6. Provide appropriate places for people to congregate or move through; 
7. Provide buffers or other transitional features between conservation areas and built 

environments; and 
8. Be consistent with conservation land management strategies that are appropriate to 

each area’s resources and location. 
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1:45 VII. University Context Area Map Analysis   Discuss 
 
The university master plan process includes the identification of a context area around the campus defined 
in Section 6C-21.20, Florida Administrative Code as: 

“…an area surrounding the university, within which on-campus development may impact local 
pulbic facilities and services and natural resources, and within which off-campus development 
may impact university resources and facilities.  The size of the context area may be defined by 
natural or man-made functional or visual boundaries, such as areas of concentration of off-
campus student-oriented housing and commercial establishments, stormwater basins, habitat 
range, or other natural features.” 

Once the university and host local governments have agreed upon the Context Area boundaries, this area 
shall be used for analysis of impacts between the university and public facilities and services for the 
purpose of preparing the campus development agreement per Chapter 1013.30, Florida Statutes. 
 
At this time, the staff will present the data and conclusions of the context area analysis. 

 
2:45 VIII. Archer Road Sub-Area Study    Discuss 
 
The University of Florida has contracted with the Corradino Group, Inc. to perform campus-wide 
transportation analysis including data collection, intersection analysis and traffic modeling as a subset of 
the MTPO’s regional transportation model.  At the request of the City of Gainesville and MTPO, the 
University expanded the Corradino Group scope of services to include a detailed sub-area study of 
transportation and land use in the Archer Road corridor.  The Corradino Group will be present at the next 
meeting of the Transportation Study Committee on Monday, February 28 from 3:00-5:00 in 226 Stadium 
to provide information about the study area and seek input from committee members.
